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BOOK REVIEW

Author:       Ann Kullberg 

Publisher:   North Light Books 1999 

This 126-page book is available in hard or soft 

cover.  Although published in 1999, few things need 

to be adjusted for the time difference.  One, however, 

that needs to be addressed is the color names.  I 

have listed these in the accompanying picture of skin 

tones.  Most of the models and examples are of chil-

dren, but there are a few adults.  The book is divided 

into reasonable parts.  I think the most dynamic part 

of Kullbergôs portrait technique has to do with razor 

sharp pencils and scrumbling (or ñBrillo padò as she 

calls it) with very light pressure. 

The first chapter states that this book is a ñguideline and not a formulaò of meth-

ods Kullberg uses and does not decree how anyone else should draw a portrait.  It 

also includes the basics that every other art book includes. 

Chapter 2 is on composition.  She uses very clear cut ñrightò and ñwrongò photos 

which I found helpful rather than a wordy explanation.  

Chapter 3, ñSeeing the Light,ò speaks to Kullbergôs jour-

ney into contrasting darks and lights.  She goes further 

into light and deep pencil pressure. 

Chapter 4, 5, 6 and 7 discuss in detail skin tones 

(including multiple races), facial features, hair and fab-

rics.  Chapter 8 puts it all together in a step by step pro-

cess using one model. 

The appendix discusses the business of portraits.  The last 

page includes some cute stories of ñblunders and mishapsò. 

Overall, this book is highly recommended to those delving 

into portraiture.  It is especially interesting after our last cou-

ple of portrait workshops and a possible workshop coming up 

in 2020.
